 Create a series of prints using a monoprint and etching on foam technique, 

 Make connections between their topic of interest and artist/sculptors work, 

 Plan their art work by researching the working methods of an allocated artist. 

 Plan for a piece of art work using a staged approach of a design brief. 

 Use their sketchbook as a planning tool and have an increased knowledge of
